Elevate Night).

Assessment scheduled for
November 8th.

f) School — Angie: What are obstacles to HA parish families sending their children to HA School?
Do they think that they can’t afford it? Will the $1000 tuition certificate given to baptism
families attract more families? Do they think enrollment is limited/capped? All but one grade
level now currently has one class. Some grade levels do not have room to accept 1-2 students.
The parish/school is unique to have the school trust fund available to assist parish families.
